Re: Forced Removal of Seneiya Kamotho (Home Office Ref K1332185) on Virgin Airways flight number VS671 from Heathrow to Nairobi on Friday 14th October at 21:00 hrs
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I have made myself familiar of the case of Seneiya (Lorna) Kamotho. Lorna is a trained investigative journalist who studied at the University of Nairobi, later working as the Communications Manager for the African Economic Research Consortium and as a Regional Communications Manager of Save the Children. 
She arrived in the UK in August 2010 to complete a compulsory module for her MBA at Imperial College London. Upon finishing the module she came to Glasgow to stay with friends and claimed asylum shortly after her visa ended in March 2011.

Before coming to the UK, Lorna had been working on trying to investigating paedophile rings in Kenya that included churches and people in her own family. She believes that powerful people are involved and that they will track her down and cause her harm in an act of retribution. Consequently Lorna felt compelled to flee Kenya for her personal safety.
Since claiming asylum, Lorna has immersed herself in community life, working as a journalist for the Southside News and contributing to the on-line radio station Radio Kilimanjaro where she presented programmes and helped with translations into Swahili.

Lorna was detained when reporting at the Home Office on Monday. She has been given removal directions for 9pm Friday evening. Lorna will be in great danger and if her presence becomes known on removal to Kenya. 

The US State Department Report on Human Rights Practices 2009, Kenya, released on 11 March 2010, stated:
“The following human rights problems were reported: (including but not limited to) police corruption and impunity; harsh and life-threatening prison conditions; arbitrary arrest and detention; arbitrary interference with the home; prolonged pretrial detention; executive influence on the judiciary; restrictions on freedom of speech, assembly, and of the press…”
Given these circumstances, and possible consequences that Lorna would face on return to Kenya, I ask that you please use your influence to suspend Lorna’s flight and allow her to be released from detention and allowed to stay indefinitely in safety in Scotland.
